To Register

2. After making your selections, you may enroll online using Visa,
Mastercard or Discover Network, or enroll by mail, fax (703-683-
0167) or in person.

3. If not enrolling online, fill out the registration form and send
it with your payment made out to The Art League School at 105
North Union Street Alexandria, VA 22314.

Upon receipt of your registration form and payment in full, unless
the class is full or cancelled, you are registered. If the class is full
or cancelled, you will be notified and are entitled to a full refund.

You may begin classes in any term and register for workshops at
any time.

Late registrations will be honored for available classes only. A
transfer fee of $20 will be assessed for each transfer from one class
to another, unless the transfer was a result of an administrative
decision. All transfers must be made before the third meeting of
the class.

No workshop and camp refunds are given unless The Art League
School office is notified at least ten days prior to the start of the
camp or workshop. No class refunds are given unless we are notified
by the Friday prior to the start of the term (see calendar on the
inside of the front cover of the catalog). There is a non-refundable
registration fee of $20 that is included in the tuition.

Location

The Art League School is located in the Torpedo Factory Art
Center (TFAC) at 105 North Union Street, Alexandria, VA 22314.
Classes are also held in two other locations: the Duke Annex at 1
Duke Street, Alexandria, VA 22314; and the Madison Annex at 305
Madison Street, Alexandria, VA 22314. Fiber classes are held at
The Art League’s Springwater studio at the Madison Annex’s 806
North Fairfax Street entrance.

Metro

Take the Yellow or Blue Line to the King Street Station; then take
the Alexandria Dash Bus #2 or #5, eastbound. For the Madison
Annex, stay on the bus until the Madison and North Fairfax Street
intersection. For both the TFAC and the Duke Annex, leave the bus
at the King and Fairfax Street intersection; walk 2 blocks east on
King Street to North Union Street. From Union Street the TFAC
is to the left 1/2 block on the right; the Duke Annex is to the right 2
blocks ahead on the left. In addition, the King Street Trolley runs
every 15 minutes from the King Street Station to Union Street; the
free trolley operates seven days a week from 11:30am-10:15pm.

Parking

Limited pay parking is available at the Duke Street Annex. A
Duke parking pass may be purchased at the SOLO Garage for the
duration of the class or workshop, or on a daily basis. For TFAC
students, there is also inexpensive evening and weekend parking
at the City Hall lot at 108 North Fairfax Street. Free parking is
available after 6:00pm at Colonial Parking on 801 North Fairfax
Street for Madison Annex students.
